(Point A on the plan) then proceeds in a generally north easterly direction for
approximately 210 metres across an area of open grassed land between Ridgeway to the
north and The Birches to the south and continuing to its junction with the cycle path to the
rear of No. 14 Woodlea at Grid Ref NZ 5050 / 1426 (Point B on the plan) a total distance of
approximately 210 metres.
